Chiang Chi-bun on winning the 4th International Competition of Young Conductors
"Lovro von Matacic" in Zagreb, Croatia.

The competition is organised every four years by the Lovro & Lilly Matacic
Foundation, which was established in 1987 with an aim to improve the skill of
exceptionally gifted young conductors.

A panel of 10 international jurors chose Chiang from 16 competitors from around
the world.
